Another not-really-for-tourists night market, Lehua has seemingly the perfect mix of restaurants,
snack stalls, shopping, and entertainment, and is far wider and easier to navigate than other night markets.
Shihfen Old Street - Although the Shihfen Old Street does not necessarily attract tourists due to its traditional
architecture, it does boast the unique attribute of serving as the only old street in Taiwan, which trains pass
through on a daily basis. As they happily enjoy delicious home-cooked noodles, visitors can enjoy the sight of
trains passing along the unfenced railway gates.
